STAR Test Can Mean
Money for College

For the first time ever California is offering merit scholar-
ships as incentives to students. The Governor’s Scholars
Program awards $1,000 scholarships to students who score
well on the State’s Achievement Test in 9th, 10th, and/or
11th grade. To qualify, a student must:

e have attended a California public school for at least
one year prior to taking the exam; and either

e score in the top 5% of STAR test-takers in reading
and math in their grade level standards; or

e score in the top 10% of STAR test-takers in reading
and math in their grade level at the public high
school they attend.

Students can receive one award annually for up to three
years for a total of $3,000 in scholarship money plus inter-
est. Winners from ElI Rancho High School include (75) 9th
graders, (68) 10th graders and (59) 11th graders, all of whom
received their awards letters in April. The awards are held in
a Golden State Scholarshare Trust account and invested in
the student’s name. Scholarship money is paid directly to
the community college, college, university, or other school
that the student enrolls in after high school. Students have
until age 30 to use the award.
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
